Instructions for Contributors for Submitting Manuscripts to Vranjski Glasnik XXXV
Submitted papers intended for publication in the professional journal Vranjski Glasnik must not have been previously published or submitted for publication in other journals.
The length of the paper should not exceed one author's sheet, i.e., 16 pages of 1800 characters with spaces per page. The paper may include supplements such as photographs, maps, tables, graphs, and other similar visual material.
Submitted manuscripts should include the following elements:
· Title Page – Author's name and surname, title, official name and location of the institution if the author is employed, email address
· Title of the Paper
· Abstract – Up to 200 words, providing a brief informative overview of the content
· Keywords – Up to 5 terms, listed in alphabetical order
· Main Text – May be divided into several chapters or contain subheadings, without numbering, presented in MS Word format, using the Cyrillic script, in Times New Roman font, size 12, italicized, bold
· Summary of the Paper in English. The author is responsible for translating the summary into English.
· List of References at the end of the paper.
Manuscript Formatting:
· The main text should be typed in MS Word format, using Cyrillic script, in Times New Roman font, size 12, justified alignment, and single line spacing.
· The author’s name and surname, title, institution name and location (if employed), and email address should be provided in the upper left corner in Times New Roman 12 pt font. The author’s name should be bold, without spacing. The place of employment and email address should be listed below the author’s name and surname, in regular font.
· The title of the paper should be in Times New Roman 14 pt font, uppercase, bold, centered, with 1.5 line spacing. Leave one blank line (14 pt) below the title.
· The abstract should be in Times New Roman 12 pt font, without spacing. Keywords should be in Times New Roman 12 pt font, regular. Leave three blank lines (3x12 pt) between the abstract and the main text.
· The main text should be in Times New Roman 12 pt font, regular, with justified alignment and 1.5 line spacing. If the submitted paper includes headings and subheadings, they should be in Times New Roman 12 pt font, italicized, bold, with 1 line spacing, without numbering.
· The summary should be in Times New Roman 12 pt font, with the title of the summary in uppercase, bold. Leave three blank lines (3x12 pt) between the title of the summary and the summary text, with the text "Summary:" in the second blank line. The summary text should be in Times New Roman 10 pt font, regular, with justified alignment, without spacing.
Citation Method and Referencing in the Papers:
Bibliographic data in footnotes/notes should include:
· Initial letter of the author's first name and surname – regular (plain text)
· Title of the work: book or article – italicized
· Ibid.: italicized (Ibid.)
· n.d. (noted work): italicized (noted work,)
· The name of the journal or anthology in which the article was published, along with the details: journal issue number, publication year, for an anthology, the editor's name
· Place of publication, publisher, year of publication/or date of website access and its address/
· Page number from which the quote was taken.

Bibliographic data in the list of references at the end of the paper should include:
· Author's surname, first name
· Title of the book or article
· Name of the journal or anthology in which the article was published, along with its details (journal issue number, publication year, for an anthology, the editor's name, the page numbers of the article in the journal/anthology)
· Place of publication (publisher), year of publication/or date of website access and its address/
Bibliographic data in the references at the end of the paper should be separated by periods and listed alphabetically, and if there are foreign authors, in alphabetical order.
